It Is Hereby agreed by and between the Rust Township Board and the above renter as follows:
The Board hereby rents to the renter the following described premises owned by the Township of Rust.
Full Hall and Pavilion use: $150.00____ Assembly Room 4hr or less $50.00 over 4hr $100.00 ___ Funeral Dinner no cost _____
Said Premises may be used for _____________________ and for no other purpose, without written consent of the Township Board.
The Renter shall pay a deposit of $75.00 when premises are booked. This deposit is refunded when the hall is checked by the Building Manager and found to be clean and heat turned down to 60 degrees. Otherwise, the deposit is forfeit.
The Renter shall pay $______________ when the hall key is obtained. 
The Renter shall not transfer the agreement to said premises without the written consent of the Township Board.
The Renter shall be liable and responsible for all janitorial, maintenance and cleaning personnel necessary to prepare the premises for the scheduled activity and to restore the same to equal of better condition than prior, by noon the following day of use. The renter shall place all garbage in dumpster. 
The Renter BY LAW, NO ONE UNDER 21 MAY CONSUME OR TASTE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES.  The Renter agrees that there will be NO CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL BY PERSONS UNDER AGE 21.  Further, the Renter will monitor all servers, if any, of alcohol and acknowledges that the Renter is solely responsible and liable for the consumption of any alcohol by any person on the Premises.  

The Renter hereby acknowledges that the Township is not providing any “Host Liquor Liability” or “Liquor Liability” coverage whatsoever in connection with the Renter’s activities on the Premises, and that the Township shall not be considered a licensee when applying to the Michigan Liquor Control Commission (MLCC) for a special liquor license.  If the Renter furnishes any alcoholic beverage at the event, and persons who attend the event are charged an entry fee, or are required to purchase tickets in advance, or the Renter has a cash bar, then the Renter must provide evidence they have complied with all Michigan Liquor Control Commission requirements.  It is understood and agreed that the Renter is the licensee of the liquor bond and license and shall have sole responsibility for any and all liability relating to said bond and license.

The Township reserves the right to ask the entire party to leave if (1) a minor is consuming alcohol; (2) an adult is providing alcohol to a minor; or (3) a guest appears intoxicated and refuses to leave the Premises.
[bookmark: _Hlk65747355]The Renter must indemnify and hold harmless the Township and its board of trustees, officers, agents, representatives, underwriters, employees, and successors from any and all liability for improper use or service of alcohol.
The Renter shall comply with the laws of the United States, of the State of Michigan, and all ordinances, rules and regulations of the Township of Rust, and the renter will not do, nor suffer to be done, anything on said premises in violation of any such laws, ordinances, rules, or regulations. There shall be no smoking in the building. The renter shall not buy, sell, trade, loan, give or use any controlled substance on property.
The Renter agrees to take out and pay for any permits and licenses required by any governmental authority and to pay any tax incidental to the use of the premises under this lease. 
The Township Board reserves the right to eject from the premises any person or persons deemed by it to be objectionable and upon exercise of the right by the Township Board, the rent waives any claims for damage against the Township Board. 
The Renter should not admit to the said premises a larger number of people that can safely and freely move about in said areas and the decision of the Township Board in this respect shall be final. The renter shall not, without the written consent of the Township Board, put up or operate any engine or motor inside the premises, or use oil, bottle gas, kerosene, naphtha, or gasoline for either mechanical or other purposes. 
The Township Board shall have the right to terminate and rescind this contract in its entirety or in part at the option of the Board immediately upon the happening or failure by the renter to perform, keep, and observe any of the terms and conditions herein contained on the part of the renter to be performed, kept, or observed. 
The Cancellation or rescinding of this contract shall nor relieve the renter of any liabilities or obligations, which shall have accrued prior to the effective date of cancellation or rescinding.
It Is Agreed that the renter shall not injure nor mar, nor in any manner deface said premises, and shall not cause anything to be done whereby the said premises shall in any manner be injured, marred, or defaces, and will not drive nails, hooks, tacks, or screws into any part of the building, and will not make any alterations of any kind and that the renter shall pay for or otherwise make good any missing items and all damage to the building and property of the Township of Rust caused by the renter, it’s agents, employees or guest during the terms of this contract.
The Renter may cancel this agreement, by written notice or by speaking directly to the Building Manager at least Ten (10) days in advance.
